A McKenzie Place Experiment

Last August Robinson Township Police Department was kind enough to set up
“Speed Sentry” in our community so we could learn how well drivers are paying
attention to our 15 mph speed limit. The “Sentry” records and reports drive speeds £i8
electronically. Total number of motorists captured over a 7-day period was 2,426.
The average speed was 19 mph. Not bad. But, there was a recording of some
inconsiderate driver “up the hill” at over 66 mph between 8 and 9 a.m. While
56.4% of motorists adhered to the speed limit, 42.5% took liberty of driving 16-25
mph. Many thanks to Robinson Township. Note: the box on the street does not
light up at lower speeds — but, still records.

With spring upon us, more neighbors are getting outdoors and walking. So, please
remind your visitors and service people to drive slowly through McKenzie Place.
